Mountain bike orienteering events in Auckland

Following on from the very successful Lactic Turkey trailquest [mountain bike rogaine] events in December, the North West Orienteering Club is organising three mountain bike orienteering (MTBO) events in 2004.

Sat  Feb 21 
Riverhead Forest, Ararimu Valley Rd.    11 am  First start, 12.30 pm Last start. Course closure 3 pm.

Sat March 20
Riverhead Forest, Ararimu Valley Rd    11 a m

Sunday May 30 Woodhill Forest, Restall Rd   1 pm. This event follows a 1 hour foot orienteering score event (like a mini rogaine).

Three courses will be offered

1 Mens open

2 Womens open, veteran men [40 yrs +], junior men [19 years-], mens recreational 1

3 Veteran women [40 yrs +], junior women [19 yrs-], womens recreational 1, mens recreational 2.

Estimated winning times are 90 mins for course 1 and 2 and 75 mins for course 3.    People can enter any course and people can enter as a pair.  People will start at 2 min intervals, and we ask the less fit riders to come early.

An electronic system called Sport Ident will be used which will give split times for every leg of the course. These will be available as you cross the line so you can compare which routes were the fastest. These will also be available on the NWOC website www.geocities.com/nwocnz. Special sport ident e-cards will be available for hire for $3 payable on the day, or you can buy one.

Controls will all be on tracks, and the navigation is reasonably easy. It is not necessary to understand contours.                                                                                                                    

It is advisable to have some way of attaching your map to your handlebars so the map can be read while riding. An icecream container lid is acceptable and if it can rotate even better. This will mean less stopping to check the map and could be safer. Specialist mapboard holders are available for $120 and you can order one when you enter, as long as you enter early.  Alternatively you can order from the Mapsport Shop www.mapsport.co.nz

It is very important we know who is coming so we can print the maps with courses on beforehand. You will have 4 minutes to study your course but if you enter late   you will have to mark your course onto a blank map during this 4-minute period.                   

Cost for pre-entries will be $ 20 for courses 1 & 2 and $15 for course 3. This fee includes $3 Carter Holt fee, and will help pay for the cost of further mapping.  Prizes, both spot and winners’ prizes, will be available. Family max is $50. Enter all 3 events for $50 course 1 & 2, $40 course 3, family $120. Enter on the day entries will cost an extra $5.00.
